Don’t give your ears to a gossip. Let your ears be focused on what the Spirit is saying everyday.  
Just as important, don’t let yourself be the one who gossips. Remember the words of Yeshua. 

Matt. 12:36 But I tell you that men will have to give account on the day of judgment for every 
careless word they have spoken.
